Course G 252:

Headquarters: car park just east of A 3, “mile N.E. of VWisley Lake and 7 miles
N.E. of Guildford.

Start in lane from Bffingham, two yards before "Clearway" sign and thirty

yards from A 3 (immediately before Wisley “ske). Proceed south-west along

A 3 to start of Rinley by-pass (M) where fork left into slip road to Ockham
roundabout(M: 1.22%m.)(below main road) where left along B 2039 for 1.7 miles
through Ockham to turn (C) at telephone pole immediately before power lines

across the road and approximately 230 yards before first "40'" sign. Retrace to
Ockham roundabout (M) where proceed under arch and left along old Portsmouth

Road through Ripley village to Bur ntcommon roundabout (c: 7.14m), Left at

L 247 ("Happy Bater") over main road A 3 (M) where left down spiral sliproad

to rejoin southbound A 3 to Burpham roundabout (C: 9.84m), where turn and retrace,
keeping to main A 3 along Ripley by-pass (M), past Wisley. Past end of starting
lane (15.06m) and under Painshill intersection to fork left (M) at A 244
intersection, down sliproad to turn around Oxshott roundabout (C and 3 M: 20.48m).
Take fourth exit to climb up to southbound A 3 and continue under Painshill
intersection to finish approximately 350 yards after Downside Lane (Poynters

Road) at a point level with end of central crash barrier.

Notes:

(i) ‘'On finishing, riders must continue along 4 3 and turn into Effingham lane
before dismounting.

(ii) Cars MUST NOT be parked within sight of the start or finish. There are
ample car parking facilities nearby.

(iii) Riders are urged NOT to warm up on the course. Effingham ane is well
surfaced and quite suitable for this.

(iv) No spectating on the central reservation.

(v) Public toilets are available adjoining ear park.

(vi) Frame numbers will be provided at the start and can be exchanged for a
free cup of tea at tea bar at the finish.
